 St. Louis Rehabbers Club — A terrific, FREE networking resource for anyone interested in renovation advice and 
information [www.rehabbersclub.org]. This open e-mail listserv connects hundreds of members who enjoy fielding 
questions and trading tips about rehabbing in the city; and a popular monthly get together often involves tours
of a rehab project or city neighborhood, offering a behind-the-scenes look. A unique series of classes are offered 
to the general public each fall that help educate attendees on the finer points of rehabbing as well as timely 
issues of urban living. Finally, an annual used book sale enables participants to share and recycle their retired 
tomes and the proceeds go to help support on-going restoration efforts at the historic Chatillon-DeMenil Mansion.

 The Big BIG Tour — An annual city-wide open house began in 1999 and has grown into St. Louis’ premier real 
estate event. Free and open to the public, we partner with real estate agents to showcase hundreds of for-sale city 
properties throughout St. Louis. A homebuyer’s fair on the same day brings together real estate-related services, 
neighborhood organizations and other non-profits in an effort to provide quality information to attendees.

 RVSTL Committees — Our members have a wide range of interests — from architecture to preservation, and 
green building to neighborhood stabilization. Organizing and implementing active committees dedicated to 
education and outreach on these issues are vital to connecting the dots, ultimately affecting positive change.
